Students are eager to join the activities but the lack of vocabulary stops them from
speaking out. More oral activities are needed to train the speaking skill of students.

The language-rich environment 1s created and should be treated as a long-term policy
with enhancement and progression of activities in the following year.

English ambassadors are recruited but their main duty 1s for the promotion of Buddy
Reading Programme. More ambassadors should be allocated to help the daily
Interactive activities during recess on English speaking day.
